The uniform inspection will be conducted by the  uniformed leader presenting the  scout for the  Board 
of Review. 
 
Uniform inspections will be conducted by each Patrol Leader as  part of the regular Troop meeting,  
Courts of Award, and  Courts of Honor. (see TAB 13, FORM 11 - 16) 
 
The Troop 1776 neckerchief is presented to each scout as he  reaches the Rank of Tenderfoot. Prior  to 
that a regular scout  neckerchief can be worn with the Class A  uniform.   The Troop 1776  neckerchief 
is a handmade award that the Troop  presents to the scout. 
   
Extreme care should be taken  so as to not lose or damage the neckerchief.   It should be hand washed  
in warm water without bleach.   A replacement charge of $15.00 will be charge for a completed 
neckerchief or a kit  containing the materials for $5.00 is available.
